Introductory Provisions
The following Study and Examination Rules for Daetastudy programmes refer to doctoral (or PhD)
studies organised by the Czech University of Lié&eSces Prague (hereinafter referred to as “CULS"),
its Faculties and Institutes (hereinafter only ‘BH&g). A list of all accredited Doctoral study
programmes and fields of studies (their code nuretagting with the letter P) is posted on the ddfic
CULS web page.
The Doctoral study programmes at CULS are organisadcordance with Act No. 111/1998 on
Higher Educational Institutions (hereinafter reéerto as “HEI”) and Modification and Amendment of
other Acts (Acts on HEI), in accordance with subsadg Amendments (hereinafter referred to as “the
Act”), the CULS Statute and these Study and ExatiindRules.
The responsible persons for the organisation, adtration and supervision of studies in the Dodtora
study programmes are: the Dean or a Vice Dean wisid by the Dean, at Faculty level; the Rector or
a Vice Rector designated by the Rector, at Unitietsivel. Faculties keep records of all study
documents in the information system of CULS andéasstudent identification cards and student books
of records. (Index), in cooperation with the@tand Information Centre of the CULS card centre.

Article2

The Doctoral study programme, formsand duration of study
A Doctoral study programme focuses on scientifguiny and independent creative activities in the
areas of research or development.
The qualification for independent scientific adyvis substantiated by the elaboration and defefee
Dissertation Thesis and by publishing scientificesearch work. Furthermore, all students enratied
a Doctoral study programme must pass a State DadExamination (hereinafter referred to as “SDE").
Studies in doctoral study programmes are orgarnisddily (full time) or combined (part time) study
forms. The standard period of study in both forstody is three or four years (depending on the
prescribed study period which is stipulated indffecial study programme accreditation documents),
starting from the date of enrolment.

Article3
Field of Study Boards

For each accredited Doctoral study programme araddpal field of study, organised by CULS or its
Faculties/Institutes, a Field of Study Board isabBshed, which follows up and assesses the quality
studies and guarantees their level. Its membersaponsible to the Dean of a Faculty or Direcfor o
an Institute (hereinafter referred to as “Dean”).
The Field of Study Board has a minimum of seven bengy of which at least two are not members of
CULS academic staff.
The duration of the mandate of the Field of Studwpi is identical with the period of accreditatan
the study programme and field of studies. MembétheField of Study Board may be nominated in
their function repeatedly.
Members of the Field of Study Board are designatetirecalled by the Dean, following the
recommendations given by the Faculty Scientific lBo&hanges in the composition of the Field of
Study Board are generally proposed by the Chaigpeo$ the Field of Study Board. Members of the
Field of Study Board may be Professors and Assa#abfessors; members who are not part of CULS
academic staff, specialists with scientific degreesvith an academic title Dr or PhD (formerly ¢Sc
are nominated on the basis of being endorsed bleaant Scientific Board.
The Field of Study Board is headed by a Chairpeedected from members of the Field of Study Board
by an absolute majority.
The Field of Study Board carries out the followangivities:

a) Monitors and assesses study results in Doctordygitogrammes and at least once a year

presents its findings to the Dean,
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b) Ensures the updating and the development of thedbadestudy programmes and relevant
fields of study, initiates proposals for their miaahitions, or proposes the establishment of new
fields of studies, within the framework of the Dol study programmes,

c) Guarantees for the contents, orientation and sfieptofile of fields of study, selects subjects
for SDE, as well as optional subjects,

d) Assesses, on a regular basis, at least once atlyeandividual study plans of students in the
Doctoral study programmes,

e) Nominates members for admission examination coragsitSDE examination committees and
committees for the defence of a Dissertation Thesis

f) Discusses on a regular basis, at least once dgéare the start of admissions, framework
themes or thematic areas for the Dissertation Shaesil themes proposed by the supervisor.

The Chairperson of the Field of Study Board cakketings of the Board according to requirements,
however at least once a year. Minutes of each ngpatie made in writing and posted on a relevant
official bulletin.

The Field of Study Board can pass resolutions bglgn absolute majority of its attending members.
Resolutions made by the Field of Study Board mastidorsed by a two third majority of the
attending Board members.

Article4

Super visor
The supervisor guides the student during his/heéreestudies in the Doctoral study programme.
Supervisors are nominated by the Field of Studyr@d&upervisors must be actively publishing and
must be Professors, Associate Professors and/erthavacademic title Doctor of Sciences (abbrediate
as “DrSc.”). Supervisors are nominated and recddlethe Dean, with approval of the Faculty
Scientific Board. A list of supervisors, includititeir offices and contact information, is publighe a
relevant official bulletin.
Academic staff from other organisations and ingtitus involved in educational, scientific, research
and development activities, or any other creatotévidies, and who comply with the above mentioned
requirements, can also be nominated as supervisors.
The supervisor guides the student, with focus on:

a) cooperating with the student in the matter of sgttip his/her individual study plan,

b) providing consultation to the student during thebekation of the student’s Dissertation Thesis
(in particular in matters of methodology),

c) assessing the involvement of the student in sdieatnd didactic activities as well as his/her
attendance at scientific seminars and conferemtesyse cooperation with the relevant Head
of the Doctoral study programmes administrationceff

d) monitoring the implementation of the students” widlial study plan and annually submitting
proposals concerning the enhancements of therggidtudy goals to the Dean,

The supervisor takes part in the SDE and the defefithe Dissertation Thesis, however without
having voting rights,

In case that the topic of a Dissertation Thesisireg specific guidance or professional consultetio
which the supervisor cannot provide, a consultaay be nominated. The consultant, in cooperation
with the supervisor, shares specific knowledge wWithstudent, which is relevant to his/her field of
study. In general, a consultant is chosen by tpersisor and must be have a scientific or academic
titte Dr, PhD (formerly CSc). Upon recommendatigntbe Head of the Field of Study Board, a
consultant is nominated by the Dean.

The Dean may recall a supervisor during the stutiod, after referring to the Field of Study Board.

Article5

The student of the doctoral study programme
A student in a Doctoral study programme is a memobéne academic community of the Faculty, with
rights and obligations, which are in accord witfiasl legislation and internal regulations of CUBS
well as the Faculty, intended for the specific favhstudies. His/her main study obligation is to
implement the individual study plan, under the guick of the supervisor.
The student is entitled to 6 weeks of holidays aakendar year.
The student may interrupt his/her studies in acmocd with the rules stipulated in Art. 8, Section 7
Letter b).
As a means for attestation of his/her studies tindesit is in possession of a student identificatiard
and a student book of records (Index), in accordavith Art. 57 of the Act.

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Article6
Admission in studies

(1) The requirements and calls for admission in to atBm@l study programme are made public, on a
specific date, generally once a year.

(2) The deadline for submitting applications for Daelestudies, the admission requirements, the
assessment criteria, the deadlines for applicagel as the number of open places, will be
announced in writing on the official Faculty buiteboard, at least four months before admission
procedures start.

(3) Admission procedures consist of an admission exatioin. The admission examination consists of an
oral presentation/discussion, which should docupwnthe basis of previous creative work of the
applicant (i.e. MSc diploma thesis, publicatioribg capacity of the applicant to conduct indepetden
scientific research work and his/her command afvaht knowledge in the area. During admission
examination the applicant proves his/her knowleafget least two world languages (out of which at
least one is known actively).

(4) The exact date on which the admission examinatitinake place will be communicated to the
applicant at the latest 14 days prior to the adorssxamination.

(5) Admission examinations take place in front of aaranation commission; the Chairperson and
members of the examination commission are nominayetie Dean, who selects them amongst
Associate Professors and Professors from the Fatased on the recommendation of the Field of
Study Board.

(6) An applicant is accepted as a regular studentioctoral programme by the Dean, on the basis of the
outcomes of the admission examination, which tgkase in front of the examination commission, and
upon recommendation of the Head of the supervisifige.

(7) The outcomes of the admission examination will dx& $o0 the applicant by registered postal delivery
within 14 days, following the admission proceduiBse posting of the admission examination results
on the official bulletin board of the relevant Fligus considered as an alternate means of delivery

Article7
Enrolment in studies

(1) An applicant who has been admitted on the basssiatessfully passing the admission examination in
to a Doctoral study programme becomes a studehioprogramme from the date of his/her
enrolment. The enrolment of a student is finalisgdhis/her signature on the official enrolment form

(2) An applicant who is not able, for serious reasémgnrol in studies on the official date fixed byICS,
may apply for a change of dates.

(3) An applicant who does not present him/herself atdéite of enrolment and does not submit a
justification for his/her absence, or his/her fficdition is not accepted as valid by the relevaiceV
Dean, will not be enrolled.

(4) An applicant who temporarily suspended his/heristith a Doctoral study programme is accepted as a
regular student from the date of his/her re-enralne studies.

Article 8
Theindividual study plan and itsamendments
(1) Studies in the Doctoral study programmes are caeduo accordance with an individual study plan,
under the guidance of the supervisor, eventualti thie assistance of a consultant.
(2) The individual study plan is set by the studenth®yend of the first month of studies, in cooperati
with the supervisor, in the framework of an acaextiDoctoral study programme and a relevant Fiéld o
Study.
(3) A doctoral study programme consists of systema#ateve scientific work centred on the theme of the
Dissertation Thesis. As part of the individualdstyplan, the student must:
a) Attend courses which enhance and deepen his/hevli&dge of the broader scientific context,
expanding knowledge acquired in a relevant MSdysprogramme (compulsory courses),
b) Attend courses which enhance his/her specialisatithin the framework of the studied
Doctoral study programmes (optional courses),
c) Take part in specialised scientific seminars,
d) Prepare for teaching assignments in BSc and MSly girogrammes,
e) Elaborate an outline of his/her Dissertation Theggmerally involving research in relevant
scientific literature, specific goals, methodolofgnefits and expected outcomes,
f) Deliver an oral report about the outcomes of hisftesearch work, at least once a year, in
front of a scientific audience, at a scientific famence, symposium or seminar; the compliance
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with this regulation is assessed by the supervigbo, may also specify other means of
reporting.

(4) The methodology of the Dissertation Thesis mustuimnitted within three months from the beginning
of studies in a Doctoral study programme. It ibelated by the student in consultation with his/her
supervisor.

(5) Studies at other HEI, scientific and other institas, including abroad, are a part of a Doctonadigt
programme. A specialisation exam is generally tatem Faculty at CULS or at another HEI, including
HEI abroad.

(6) Didactic practice is a part of studies and is meéautevelop presentation skills. This practice galhe
takes place during four semesters, with an avenagk load of four hours a week; the overall
involvement of a student in the full time form ofidies may exceed six hours a week, provided beat t
student agrees. A dispense from didactic practigst tme approved by the director of studies and the
supervisor.

(7) Changes in the individual study plan may be impletee as follows:

a) Change of study contents or schedulthe proposed change in the individual study man
sanctioned by the Dean on the request of a studer@nded by the supervisor (upon approval
by the student of a proposed change of the study
plan) in connection with the yearly specificatidrttee individual study plan, or even beyond
it. Changes can only be made twice during the eptriod of studies.

b) Temporary interruption of studies approved by the Dean upon the request of tidest, in
agreement with the supervisor and the directoh@foctoral studies administration office.
Studies may be temporarily interrupted only twimed the total period of interruption of
studies can not exceed two years. In case thensdspthe temporary interruption of studies
become obsolete, the Dean may, upon the requést student, end the temporary
interruption period before the initially set datg.the same time, the Dean will set the
conditions and the date for a subsequent enrolimesttidies. If an applicant, who temporarily
interrupted his/her studies in the Doctoral stuchygpamme, fails to present him/herself to
subsequent enrolment in studies at a designated ldather studies will be terminated
according to Section 56, Art. 1b) of the Act. Dgritemporary interruption of studies the
applicant is not a student of CULS. The decisiothefDean must be delivered to the applicant
in writing, according to Section 68 of the Act. Tégplicant can apply for a revision of the
decision of the Dean within 30 days from its deljvéby registered post). Posting of the
decisions of the Dean on the Faculty official biifidoard is accepted as an alternate means of
delivery.

c) The student is entitled to interrupt his/her stad@ reasons of pregnanaiglivery or
parenthood, for the legally recognised periodt exceeding three years of age of the child.
Interruption of studies for the legally recognigetiod of parenthood is not counted in the
total period of interruption of studies.

d) During interruption of studies a person is not adgnt of CULSThe assessment of the Dean
concerning interruption of studies must be madactordance with Art. 60 of the Act, and
must be in writing. The student is entitled to sittarrequest for revision of the assessment
within 30 days of its delivery. Alternative deliyeis a delivery that has been published on the
official bulletin board.

e) Changes in the form of studiage approved by the Dean, upon a request by tiderst and the
consent of the supervisor and director of studiesntegral part of this request is a proposal
for an amended individual study plan. A changensform of studies is possible only after the
end of a semester, on the condition of that theéesticomplies with all the requirements
related to his/her individual study plan.

(8) Transfer to alternative Doctoral study programmesligrnative Fields of Study in the same study
programme is not admissible, with the exceptioa decision on enrolment in an alternative Doctoral
study programme or alternative Field of Study,dnadance with Art. 8, Sect. 4 of the Act.

(9) The maximum duration of studies in a Doctoral stpdygramme must correspond to the standard
duration of studies.

(10)A student may study abroad during a certain timeigfher studies in the Doctoral study programme,
provided his/her studies abroad have been apprhoyéde supervisor and the Field of Study Board. The
conditions for recognition, including examinaticared defence of Dissertation Thesis, are defined in
written Agreement between the Faculty and thetuistn abroad, where the student plans to study
during a certain period of time. The Agreemenigaead for the Faculty by the Dean, after consudtati
with the Field of Studies Board

Article9
Examinations and enrolment in a subsequent year of studies

(1) During studies in a Doctoral study programme thielsht must pass the following examinations:

(a) examinations in a foreign language, provided hiskimewledge was judged insufficient
at the time of admission,

(b) examinations in compulsory subjects,

(c) examinations in optional subjects,

(d) SDE (see Art.10).

(2) Examinations are organised by the Guarantors géstgh The results of examinations are entereddn t
students” book of records (Index) and the inforamatystem of CULS, mentioning (in words) the outesm
as “passed” or “failed”. Examinations as well as 8DE may be repeated at most twice (2 re-sit@@ssi

(3) A student can enrol into a subsequent year of esudi Doctoral study programme after having fudfillall
requirements, as specified in his/her individuatigtplan. Enrolment is confirmed by a mention ezden
to the CULS information system.

(4) The supervisor assesses, at least once per sentegéther with the student, the implementatiothef
students” individual study plan. At least once arygenerally at the end of an academic year,upersisor
makes an annual evaluation of the students’ pedao®es, which, after having been discussed at the
supervisors” office, is submitted to the Dean. $ingervisors’ evaluation of the students performance
includes a proposal concerning subsequent stutkesely:

a) continuation
b) continuation with reproof
c) temporary interruption
d) termination
The evaluation is also discussed by the relevagitl Feif Study Board.

Article 10
State Doctoral Examination

(1) A student can apply for the SDE after passing pilesd examinations and fulfilling all study
requirements, set by his/her individual study piEime SDE takes place prior the defence of the
Dissertation Thesis. However, the SDE may takeeptactthe same day as the defence of the
Dissertation Thesis.

(2) The SDE is a comprehensive assessment of the ssutbrel and quality of knowledge in his/her field
of specialisation. Assessments are carried outeroing the students’ capacity of acquiring new
knowledge, identifying innovative aspects and rafee in the area of specialisation in the framework
of the students’ Doctoral study programme, Fiel&tfdy and Dissertation Thesis. The SDE has two
levels: a general examination, comprising scienttpics relevant to the Doctoral study programme,
eventually of the Field of Study, and specialisedmaination, related to the theme of the Dissentatio
Thesis. The student prepares topics from his/hssddfation Thesis (Art. 8, Section 3, Letter e)tfar
SDE with the opponents’ references. These refeea@written by a specialist with an academie titl
Doctor, who is not a member of the academic staBWWLS. A scholarly presentation, concerning key
issues of the Dissertation Thesis, is an integual @f the SDE.

(3) The Chairperson and other members of the SDE exdimmcommission are nominated by the Dean
on recommendation of the Field of Studies Boardmlders of the examination commission are
Professors, Associate Professors or specialigtigétevant scientific area, proposed by a relevant
Scientific Board. The Czech Ministry of Educatidfguth and Sport may also propose members of the
examination commission who are specialists in fhergarea. The examination commission has at least
five members. One member of the commission musinbexternal member, i.e. not a member of CULS
academic staff. Permanent commissions of SDE manypbenated for each Doctoral study programme.

(4) The student submits a written application for SDEacstandard form, together with the outlines of
his/her Dissertation Thesis. Applicants must passnénations and fulfil all requirements of the
individual study plan. Applications are assessethieysupervisor and the Head of the Doctoral studie
administration office.

(5) The date of the SDE is set by the Dean after ctatsuh with the Chairperson of the SDE examination
commission. The date of the SDE must be postet@faculty official bulletin board at least two
weeks before the SDE examination takes place.

(6) The SDE is held in front of a commission in oraifio The SDE and the publication of the SDE
outcomes are open to the public. The evaluationemsdssments of the SDE performance are, however,
not public. The outcomes of the examination ardifig by either “passed”, or “failed” in all subjts
of the SDE. Should a student “fail” in one or seexubjects, he/she must repeat the SDE.

The minutes of the SDE proceedings are writtenstaadard form and entered in the on-line
information system of the Doctoral studies admraisbn office at CULS. The SDE may be repeated
earliest after two month, latest on the last datghefstudent’s standard period of studies.

Article 11
Defence of the Dissertation Thesis
In his/her Dissertation Thesis, a student defehdgesults of his/her scientific work, which he/she
achieved during studies in a Doctoral study prognamThe Dissertation Thesis must include original
findings which were published (or at least preliaminaccepted for publication) in at least in one
journal with allocated Impact Factor (IF), featuirdhe Web of Knowledge database, or in the journa
SCOPUS, with allocated Scientific Journal Rankinddx (SJR). In the latter case, the students’ name
must be featured as first author of the collectiffauthors. The Dissertation Thesis has usuadly th
following structure:
a) an overview of the current findings and refererinaglevant scientific literature dealing with the
subjects under investigation,
b) goal(s) of the Dissertation Thesis,
c) chosen methods for elaboration,
d) results of the Dissertation Thesis, including newlihgs
e) conclusion and recommendations for using resuftprfactical purposes or for the further
development of a scientific discipline,
f) list of scientific literatures.
The Dissertation Thesis may have the form of a cemtary to published articles. Detailed rules for
publishing results and requirements concerningrtieahaspects of a Dissertation Thesis, including
language requirements, are set by the Dean orasis bf a recommendation by the Field of Studies
Board.
The defence of the Dissertation Thesis is carrigdrofront of a Commission, whose members and
Chairperson are nominated by the Dean on recomntiendz the Field of Studies Board. The
Commission has at least seven members: a Chairpersoember of the Field of Study Board,
opponents and other specialists, all holding sifiemtegrees or academic title of Dr, or PhD (foripe
CSc). If there are more members on the Commissiair, complete list must equal an odd number.
The supervisor can be present during the deferamepdings however he/she can not be a member of
the Commission and cannot vote. At least three neesntif the Commission must not be members of
the academic staff of CULS. Two members are norathibm the Field of Study Board.
The Dissertation Thesis is evaluated by three oppisn two are not academic staff of CULS, and at
least one holds the academic title Associate Psofg@ventually with a scientific degree doctor of
science DrSc). All members of the Commission mo#d kt least a scientific degree, or academic title
Dr, or PhD (formerly CSc). The Commission can quégs resolutions in the presence of two thirds of
its members. The defence of a Thesis must be aitklog at least two opponents. A third opponent
must be present in case the result is negativea Bossertation Thesis defence to be successful an
absolute majority of votes of all members of therBassion is required. The defence is public. If a
Dissertation Thesis is not defended, it may be aledmnd/or revised by the student and presented
again, earliest within six months. The result & tfefence is established by the Commission insedlo
meeting and assessed by the words: “passed” dedfaiAppeals against the decision of the
Commission can be submitted to the relevant Sdiemoard.
The student may file an application for the perimis¢o defend his/her Dissertation Thesis to thabe
only after fulfilling all requirements of a Doctdrstudy programme, together with an application for
SDE.
In case that the SDE has already been carriedtantist be assessed as “passed”. The standard form
include:

a) 4 printed and 1 electronic version of the Diss@taT hesis,

b) a personal report (brief written report in CzechinEnglish, maximum 15 A4 pages, describing
the goals, methods, results and conclusions dbtbgertation Thesis. If the report is in Czech, an
abstract must be written in English and vice vers$ee report must be submitted to the Doctoral
studies office, to the Field of Studies Board merapt® the Commission for defence of the
Dissertation Thesis and the relevant CULS Departsyavith a written request for evaluation,
which is discussed during the defence; the numbpriats is determined by the section of science
and research of the Faculty,

c) alist of publications,

d) acomplete CV,
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e) an assessment report on the Dissertation Thesigdshy the relevant Doctoral programmes study
office.
The date of the defence of the Dissertation Thesst by the Dean after consultation with the Hefad
the Dissertation Thesis defence committee. Thendefenust take place latest after four months from
the date the student submitted his/her applicdtodefence, in accordance with Art. 4. The datthef
defence procedures must be posted on the offialdtin board at least two weeks before the defence
takes place.
The Dissertation Thesis is accessible to the publprinted form at the relevant Science and Re$ear
Department of the relevant Faculty, or in electrorérsion in the information system of CULS, atslea
5 days prior to its defence.
The proceedings of the defence and its outcomewrgten down in form of minutes, signed by the
Head of the commission for defence of the Disserathesis. A protocol concerning votes is signed
by all voting members. The minutes and the protacelsubmitted to the Dean.
In case that the Dissertation Thesis is not deféisdecessfully, the student may present himsefféier
for a second defence session, earliest after sithmsand latest after twelve months after the
unsuccessful defence. Up to the date set for ansedefence, the applicant for defence of the
Dissertation Thesis is not a student of CULS asdhler studies are temporarily suspended. This
interruption is not added to the total time of stumterruptions, in accordance with Art. 8, Sect.&tter
b).
On the basis of duly concluded studies in a Dottitaly programme, the graduate will be awarded a
University Diploma and a Diploma Supplement. ThelBina and the Diploma Supplement are usually
awarded at a ceremonial assembly (graduation cergnad CULS.

(10)The Dissertation Thesis is publicly posted on tiferimation system of CULS. One copy is deposited at

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the CULS library, situated at the CULS Study anfddmation Centre.

Article 12
Termination of studies
Studies in Doctoral study programme are duly teateid by a SDE and a defence of a Dissertation
Thesis.
Studies in a Doctoral study programme end, accgridirSection 56, Art. 1 of the Act:

a) upon termination of studies by a personal requitteostudent (in accordance with Section
56, Art.1, Letter a) of the Act), on the date ofidery of a written request on termination of
studies delivered to the Dean of the relevant Fadyl registered postal delivery,

b) upon failing to attend subsequent enrolment, aftermporary interruption of studies,

c) upon recommendation of the Field of Studies Boarsupervisor, in the event that the student
does not comply with the requirements of the irdlial study plan according to Section 56,
Art. 1, Letter b) of the Act. The date of termimatiof studies gains legal status, upon delivery
to the authorised recipient.

d) upon exclusion from studies (in accordance to 8edb, Art.1, Letter c), or Section 67 of the
Act) in accordance with the enactments of the Pigtary Rules for students of CULS, on the
date that it gained legal status,

e) upon elapsing of the standard study period, exoegases stated in Art. 2, Section 3,

f) upon the withdrawal of the accreditation or theigxpf the accreditation of Doctoral study
programme according to Section 56, Art. 1, Let)eared d) of the Act, on the date established
in Section 56, Art. 2 of the Act.

Article 13
Special regulations
In case that a Doctoral study programme is orgdriisemore than one Faculty, the student is enrolled
at the Faculty of his/her supervisor.
According to specialisation of the student, theesuisor, or Head of Doctoral study programmes
office, ensure that facilities within other Depagtms of CULS, or even outside of CULS, may be
accessed and used by the student.

Article 14
Temporary and final disposition
The disposition concerning the total period ofintption of studies, as stipulated in Art. 8, S&ct.
Letter b), is not applicable for a student who imsrrupted his/her studies for more than two years
the date of publication of these Study and ExaronaRules for Doctoral Studies. Students are euwtitl

to interrupt their studies at most twice, whilst tbtal period of interruption of studies cannateed
three years.
