Arriving and living in Rennes
	Is there a pick-up service provided upon arrival?
	Yes, monitors (French students) will pick you up when arriving in Rennes (airport, bus or train station, in city)…We must request it a few days before arriving. It is free of charge.

	Can I have helps for administrative tasks?
	The monitors will help you with all administrative tasks: having you room, opening a bank account, registering at university,… It is free of charge as well.

	Is housing available? Is it guaranteed?
	Yes, Exchange student can stay in one of our university dorms (there are limited numbers of room).

	What kind of housing is available?
	There are 2 kinds:
· Traditional room, where you share bathroom and kitchen. Around 150€ a month. Only on Beaulieu Campus.
· Renovated room, where you have your own bathroom and share the kitchen. Around 230€ a month. On Villejean, Centre and Beaulieu Campuses. Those rooms are first given to students staying a whole year.

	How can I apply for housing? What is the deadline?
	Once accepted by the faculty, you will receive several documents, including the application form for a room.
The deadline are:
· Mid-june for the first semester.
· Mid-novembre for the second semester.

Sending after those dates may result in not having a room.

	What do I need to bring?
	Towels, bed linen, blanket and pillow are supplied.

	Is there internet in the room?
	Yes, there is WIFI in the dorms.

	Is there the possibility to have French lessons?
	The international office offer each exchange student a semester of French language support in CIREFE.
