Accommodation

Erasmus students who attend Faculties in Modena (Faculties: Bio Sciences - Business and Economics- Engineering- Law- Arts and Humanities- Mathematical-Physical and Natural Sciences- Medicine and Surgery, Nursing and Physiotherapy - Pharmacology) can stay  at the new "Residenza Universitaria" - Via delle Costellazioni, 170; 

Erasmus students who study in Reggio Emilia (Faculties: Agronomy- Communication Sciences- Education Sciences- Engineering-Nursing and Physiotherapy) can stay at  the University Residence "Mascagni"- Via Mascagni, 6.

Important notice: the two University Residences have a limited numbers of beds: 100 in Modena and 16 in Reggio Emilia. We will give a confirmation of the accommodation to the e-mail address of the students within the end of July. We cannot guarantee previously the availability of an accommodation especially to students who will send the application form over the deadline.

Italian Language Course 

Students who would like to attend the Italian Language Course have to indicate it on the application form and on the learning agreement previously signed by their Erasmus Coordinator. The course is free and offers the possibility to acquire 4 ECTS credits.

Residence permit

For UE students:

For a staying period within 3 months it's not necessary to possess a residence permit.

For a staying period over 3 months within 8 days of your arrival at the University Residence is necessary going  to the City Hall / Registry Office of Modena or Reggio Emilia.                             

To obtain the residence permit you need :

  a. passport or identity card 

  b. photocopy of EHIC (European Health Insurance Card) and the form E 106

(available by the Health Services of your country);

  c. registration at University of  Modena and Reggio Emilia (from the

Students Mobility Office of the University of  Modena and Reggio Emilia);

  d. "Dichiarazione di ospitalità" from the Responsible of the Foresteria

Universitaria or photocopy of the "contratto di locazione" in

      case of private accommodation;

  e. substitute certification of the availability of financial resources

(the form is available by the City Hall/Registry Office).

 For non UE students:

To non UE students we will send the invitation letter only after the approval of their learning agreement by our Erasmus Coordinators.

For a staying period lesser than 3 months the students declare their arrival to the frontier  police.

For a staying period over 3 months within 2 days of the arrival in Italy the students have to come to the Students mobility office in order to receive right information how  to obtain the residence permit.

 IMPORTANT in order to obtain the residence permit you need:

*
 photocopy of all the pages of your passport (also the blank pages) or identity card; 

*
certificate of the course you will attend during your Erasmus period endorsed by the Consulate at the time of delivery of your Visa; 

*
photocopy of the health insurance policy valid for all the period of study; 

*
“Dichiarazione di ospitalità” from the Responsible of the Foresteria Universitaria or photocopy of the “contratto di locazione” in case of private accommodation; 

*
stamp duty  of 14,62 euros
