Formalities

The German Academic Exchange Service may provide you with the following hints regarding entry and residence regulations: (Source: Studying in Germany. Information for Foreigners concerning Studies at German Universities. DAAD, 2002): 

"If international students would like to enter Germany, they need a visa for study purposes. (Aufenthaltserlaubnis in der Form des Sichtvermerks) The visa must either be issued by the German embassy or by the German consulate of their home country. This does not include any applicants and students from EU-states and from those states with whom the Federal Republic has signed other agreements. The latter applies to the following states: Canada, Honduras, Iceland, Israel, Japan, Liechenstein, Monaco, Norway, San Marino, Switzerland and the U. S. A. 
Members of various other states may also enter Germany without a visa, if they do not plan to stay any longer than three months. After the expiry of this deadline, however, students of the above not mentioned countries do need a visa for study purposes which can only be obtained in the home country. This practically means that they would have to leave Germany once more to return to their country which may be very expensive and time-consuming. Please do not enter Germany as a tourist! A tourist visa cannot be converted into a student visa afterwards!

Aspects of Residence and Industrial/Labour Law

After you have entered Germany you must apply for a residence permit for study purposes at the foreigners registration office. 

EU-citizens and citizens from other countries who do not need any visa are also obliged to apply, if they intend to remain in Germany for more than three months. Please note that the registration of your application may take up to four weeks. You may obtain all application documents at / via the following address:

You must hand in the following documents: 

· a valid passport including a visa for study purposes (not for EU-citizens) 

· a passport photograph 

· a written confirmation of your application by the University of Rostock 

· a certificate of finance (scholarship certificate or bank declaration of your parents etc.) You will have to prove to the German international offices or to the foreigners registration offices that your scholarship covers the costs of living for your entire study visit. (For full-time studies this would be at least for a year.) Currently this should amount to about € 600,- per month. 

· a health insurance certificate which is officially accepted in Germany (für EU-Bürger das Formular E128). As a student at a German university you may also be insured at a German health insurance company. (for a current amount of € 54.) 

· a currently valid tenancy agreement. 

Working during your Study Visit

According to the official law of the State of Mecklenburg-Westpomerania international students with a residence permit for study purposes are not allowed to have a job during the semester. If you hand in the appropriate application at the foreigners registration office, you may be allowed to work for 19 hours a week (at most.) But please do not intend to finance your studies by means of a job. After all eight hours would not suffice. Apart from that it is very difficult to generally find a job at the moment due to the existing industrial / labour law regulations and due to the currently high unemployment rate.
