	In most classes, do students complete graded assign​ments?

Students are required to obtain:

· certificates of proof of academic achievement (Leistungs​scheine) and 
· certificates of attendance (Teilnahmescheine). 
In order to pursue a “Leistungsschein”, extra require​ments – e.g. a 10 to 20-page coursework, a presentation or a written/ oral test – have to be fulfilled. Therefore, the “Leistungsschein” is credited much higher than the “Teilnahmeschein” which is solely documenting the fulfillment of the general course requirements.

The international student should inform the professor right at the beginning of the semester if he/ she has to fulfill special requirements for their home university.

On demand the certificates of academic achievement (Leistungsscheine) and of attendance (Teilnahmescheine) will be compiled into a Transcript of Records, signed by the International Office and handed over to the student.

	Health Insurance


	Health Insurance 
	Students need to provide proof of their health insurance when enrolling at the university. Documentation needs to be in German.
Students coming from an EU/EFTA country  or countries  which signed asocial security contract with Germany bring their European Health Insurance Card or the form E 111 or A/T 11 (Turkey) respectively

Students coming from other countries should check whether their health insurance meets the demands in Germany. It is most probably more advisable to take out a health insurance in Germany which is about 55 EUR/ month


	Important
	Students should not forget to take out an insurance in their home country which covers the costs for med. evacuation and repatriation.
