	Most of the courses within undergraduate studies, as well as some master and PhD programmes are taught in Spanish. Likewise, language classes in German, French, and Italian are given in their corresponding language. In the section of Basque Philology the classes are given in "euskera" (Basque). However, some courses within undergraduate studies, as well as some master and PhD programmes are taught in English within several areas. Occasionally, conferences take place in English or French, and in some cases, the possibility of tutoring sessions in other languages in foreseen, if there is a prior agreement with the tutors.We expect exchange students to have good skills in listening, reading, speaking and writing in the corresponding language. We recommend students to check the language of their programmes before applying.
