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APPLICATION AND PROCEDURE (For Incoming Students)
        If you would like to be an Erasmus Exchange Student at ACU for one or two semesters; first of all, you should check with your International (Relations) Office at your home university if your department has a Bilateral Erasmus Agreement with the equivalent department at ACU. 
        Erasmus Office is always available for the students who are coming from different countries with Erasmus Programme. If needed, the Office can arrange an orientation program for the incoming students and help them become familiar with the university, city and the surroundings. The Office can also arrange Turkish classes to help incoming students  communicate easily either with their classmates or with the people around.
Below, you can find the procedure that you will follow while applying to ACU;
1.      Complete an Exchange Student Application Form which you can obtain through your university's International Relations Office. This completed form along with a transcript should be forwarded by your International Relations Office along with any other documents you think  would be helpful in evaluating your application.
2.      You are asked to list courses you would like to take at ACU. This course list is tentative. Final selection will be made during registration at the beginning of the semester. Students who have courses they must take in order not to lose a semester or year, should indicate that on the course list.
3.      After receiving the Department's approval, your form is forwarded to the Registrar's Office where an official  Letter  of Acceptance is issued. The International Relations Office usually mails it to your International Relations Office.
4.      You must take the Letter of Acceptance (or copy) to the nearest Turkish Consulate and apply for the Student Visa. The student visa is required for registration at ACU and this visa cannot be obtained within Turkey.
5.      Within one month after you arrive in Turkey, you must apply for a residence permit. Our office assists you with this procedure.
6.      At the end of semester, you are given one student copy of a transcript and an official copy is forwarded to your Erasmus Office.
